Council is required to display notices with information in respect of Tariffs and Charges in accordance with the Local Government: Municipal Finance Management Act 56 of 2003 and the Local Government: Municipal Systems Act 32 of 2000.

RECOMMENDATIONS
It is recommended that Council:

7.1
Display the notices and documentation at the venues indicated in the report;

7.2
Place an advertisement in the Cape Argus, Cape Times, Die Burger and where necessary in the Community Newspapers;

7.3
Convey the information relating to the venues, notices, resolutions and budget documentation via the local radio stations during radio interviews;

7.4
Send a copy of the advertisement to the MEC for local government.

DISCUSSION/CONTENTS
8.1
Council is required to display notices with information in respect of Tariffs and Charges in accordance with the Municipal Finance Management Act 56 of 2003, as follows:


“22.   Immediately after an annual budget is tabled in a municipal council, the accounting officer of the municipality must-


(a)
in accordance with Chapter 4 of the Municipal Systems Act –

(i) make public the annual budget and the documents referred to in section 17(3); …

17(3)
(ii)
imposing any municipal tax and setting any municipal tariffs as may be required for the budget year; …”


8.2
In addition the Local Government: Municipal Systems Act 32 of 2000 Section 75A requires that:

“3
After resolution contemplated in subsection (2) has been passed, the municipal manager must, without delay –

(a) conspicuously display a copy of the resolution for a period of at least 30 days at the main administrative office of the municipality and at such other places within the municipality to which the public has access as the municipal manager may determine;

(b) publish in a newspaper of general circulation in the municipality a notice stating –

(i) that a resolution as contemplated in subsection (2) has been passed by the council;

(ii) that a copy of the resolution is available for public inspection during office hours at the main administrative office of the municipality and at the other places specified in the notice; and

(iii) the date on which the determination will come into operation;

(c) seek to convey the information referred to in paragraph (b) to the local community by means of radio broadcasts covering the area of the municipality.

The municipal manager must forthwith send a copy of the notice referred to in subsection (3)(b) to the MEC for local government concerned.”

The necessary advertisement will be placed in the Cape Argus, Cape Times, Die Burger and where necessary in the community newspapers.  The information relating to the venues, notices, resolutions and budget documentation will be broadcast via the local radio stations and be displayed at the venues mentioned below:
