PURPOSE

THE COMPETITIONS

There are 2 themes for 2005, namely:

1.  Using water wisely.

2.  How did restrictions affect us?

Poster Category (Open to all grades)

This competition is divided into three categories: Grades 0-3, 4-7, 8-12.

Rules for Poster Competition:

* Design an original A1 size (594mm x 841mm) 

   poster illustrating either of the two themes

   listed above.

* Entries will be strictly limited to one per
  class.

* Entries must be group participation 

   exercise and no individual entries will be    

  accepted.

* Some materials will be provided where 

   possible to less-resourced schools.

* Each entry must be clearly marked with the    schools name and grade number on the reverse side of the poster. 

Song Category (Open to all grades)

There are two categories for Pre-/Primary and High Schools, namely

Pre-/Primary Schools:

1. Accompanied song (with musical backing)

2. Unaccompanied song (without musical backing)

High Schools:

1. Accompanied song (with musical backing)

2. Unaccompanied song (without musical backing)

This will ensure that schools with less or no resources will not be judged against schools with resources.

Rules for Song Competition:

* A song to be composed, no longer than 5  

   minutes in duration

* Both the lyrics and the melody must be

   original material and must be the work of

   the learners and/or the educator/s  

   concerned.

* The size of the choir is limited to 25 or  

  less.

* A copy of the lyrics (words), with English translation must be sent to the competition co-ordinator by the closing date, with details of the school clearly marked on the page. 

* Only one entry per grade will be accepted,  

and learners may only be part of one choir.

Failure to comply with the rules may result in disqualification from the competition.
