USE OF MUNICIPAL POTABLE (DRINKING) WATER:

GRANTING OF SPECIAL EXEMPTIONS: CATEGORIES/ CRITERIA

Based on Restriction Notice dated 30 December 2004

SPECIAL EXEMPTIONS MAY NOT BE GRANTED

·  To water between 10h00 and 18h00

· To water on non-watering days 
· Where other viable sources of non-potable water are available

SPECIAL EXEMPTIONS MAY BE GRANTED, ON APPLICATION ONLY:

1) To businesses utilising water directly as a means of income e.g.

· Roof cleaning businesses using high-pressure water jet

· Washing of vehicles using high pressure water jet or hose with an automatic shut off device, in a dedicated wash bay approved as per the National Building Regulations 

· Do not contravene Council’s Wastewater and Industrial Effluent By-Law

2) To hire companies hiring out high-pressure equipment for roof cleaning and wall cleaning prior to renovation. (Do not contravene Council’s Wastewater and Industrial Effluent By-Law)

· Each machine to be identified e.g. serial number in an exemption application. 

· Copy of exemption to be provided to each private user BY HIRE COMPANY  

3) To users in the process of establishing newly planted gardens and lawns (WITHOUT sprinklers) 

· To irrigate for a longer time period and on additional watering days

4) For the use of irrigation systems WITH sprinklers for 20 minutes to 
· Users who are establishing newly planted indigenous type drought-resistant grass lawns (e.g. Buffalo, fynkweek, Cynodon, etc)

· Users who are too old or incapacitated and need to use an irrigation system… medical certificate is required

· Users who will be away on holiday…proof e.g. itinerary required

· Users for their unoccupied holiday houses 

5) To users in townhouse complexes, blocks of flats, retirement complexes, large commercial properties, etc, (WITHOUT sprinklers)

· To irrigate for a longer time period and on additional watering days 

· A strategy for watering the complex is to be submitted, including both common areas and individual unit gardens

· A saving of 50% on potable irrigation is to be achieved, compared to last summer.

6) To users in large single residential properties (larger than 1000 square metres) WITHOUT sprinklers

· To irrigate for a longer time period 
· Additional time based on formula: time period multiplied by property size in square metres divided by 1000. 
7) For irrigation of school sports fields WITH sprinklers
· To irrigate for a longer time period and on additional watering days

· A strategy for watering is to be submitted

· A saving of 50% on potable irrigation is to be achieved, compared to last summer.

8) All other applications on individual merit…only the most dire circumstances will warrant an exemption. The advertised potable (drinking) water restrictions must be adhered to. 
9) Where appropriate, exemptions previously granted in terms of the previous notice dated 30 September 2004 will be reviewed/ revised/ withdrawn in the light of the above.
