The backdrop to The Water Saving Expo 2005 is climatic change around the globe and the drought in the Western Cape and Cape Town that have led to water restrictions and an increasing need for a water savings campaign. The Expo precedes National Water Week which takes place from 21 to 27 March, but which will be extended throughout Cape Town from 14 March. 

Councillor Mowzer said: “The City, the MTN ScienCentre and Canal Walk have joined hands to give Capetonians the opportunity to learn more about waterwise gardening, recycled water use, grey-water devices, storage tanks, water saving devices and sanitary ware. The ScienCentre usually charges an admission fee, but all visitors will be able to see both the Expo and the range of interactive science and technology working models and exhibits free of charge.”

“I encourage all Capetonians and visitors to make use of this special opportunity,” he added.


The Expo will be open from 10:00 to 20:00 on both days.
