Water, the African Minislers’ Counwil on Water (AMCOW), The United Nations
Secretary General's Advisory Board on Waler and Senitation {ENSCAB)L. the United
Nations Lnvironnwent Programune (UNEP} and the United Nations [ uman Settloments
Programme (UN-HABITAT).

About World Water Day

International Waorld Water Day is held amuaally on March 22 as a means of fivusing
attention an the importance of froshwator and advocating for the sustainable
managemaent of freshwater rosources.

An international dav lo celebrate freshivater was reconunended at the 1992 United
Nations Conferetwe an Environment and Development (UNCED). The United Nations
General Assembly responded by designating 22 March 1993 as the frst World Water
Day.

WWID 2011 Theme

Lach year, World Water Day highlights a specific aspect of freshwater. UN-Water has
dedicated WWID 2011 to the theme Water and Urbanization. The objective of WWD
2011 is to focus international attention on the impact of rapid wban papulation growth,
industrialization and uncertainties caused by climate change, conflicts and natural
disasters on urban water svstems. It will encourage action by  governments,
orgahizations, communitics, and individuals around the world to actively engage in
addressing urban water management challenges. UN-HABITAT is coordinating  the
organization of the WWD 2011 on behalt of UN-Water,

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Message from UN-HABITAT

Aceess Lo water s vital to the location and growih of vities, Great civilisations such as
the Roman Empire, Egyptian civilization, the Venetian Fmpire and Lhe Omayvad
Dynasty, among others, were founded on viver banks which provided their inhabilanis
willi freshwater. 1t is also around such rivers like the Nile, Cuphrates, figris and lindus
that agricultural activities twived and trade flourished. Modern cities Hke Losdon,
Paris, Moscow, Caire, New Delhi and Stackholm are built on the banks of rivers and
bakes.

As cities grow and their populations increase, water scarcity is bocoming an iwreasing
constraint to urban development. New sources are more costly o dovelop and Tk of
conlral of city wastes results in increasingly  polluted water sources resulting in
envirvonmental degradation and higher costs in water freatment.

Investments in infrastructure have not kepl up pace with the rate of urbanization. Water
amd waste services have not boon given the priovily they deserve, and they show
significant underinvestment, in comparison with its codnomic returns.  Africa for
examnple invests only 4% of its GDP in infrastructure as opposed 1o 14% in China. Waler
services are undoervalued and water is underpriced (African water utilities forgo $1.8
billion in revenues againsl the costs of waley production).

Utilities in df}Vﬂ]n;}iixg counfries are characterised by high unaccounted for waler,
bloated staffing, weak governance and financially unviable operations. Whilst there are
some impoeriant exceptions, in geneml they have a s;ignificanl way o go in impraving
efliciency and effectiveness.

The poor in cities receive the worst services: piped watev coverage is declining i many
settings and vel the poor pay the highest water prices. Few urban authoritics in
developitg countries have found a sustainable solution to urban sanitabion.  They
cannot afford Lo extend sewers to the shums; nor can they treat the volume of spwage
alrcady vollected,  Solid waste disposal is a growing threat to health and the
eaviraunest.  Urban seclor institutional arrangemonts ave fragmented, lack effective
regulation and roles are nat struclured for efficiency or success.

There is growing evidence that the water infrastructure will also be significantly atfected
by climate change, particularly through the impact of floods, droughts, or extreme
events. Water resources are expected to change, bolh in quantity and quality; and waler,
storm water and wasfesvater facilities will face greater risk of damage caused by storws,
floods and droughts. The effect of climate change will mean mere difficull operations,
disrupted services and increased cost for water and wastewater services.

The global celebrations of World Water Day 2011 {(WWD 2011 provide a good
opportunity o alert the world to the adverse global siluation in wrban water
management, ad o encourage scizing opportunitics o address these formidable
challenges. Through disseminating knowledge of successful approaches, it also secks to
give hope that solutions can be found, A principle objective of WWD 2071 is to colebrate
success and better educate  decision-makers, soctor stakeholders and the world
population about solutions.

a Httle over 30 percent in Latin Aunerica and the Caribbean.

With enly five years to the dake sel for the attainment of the Millennium Development
Goals (MDCs), managing water and sanitation for the rapidly growing African cities
and towns is undoubtedly an urgent priorvity for AMCOW. Although most African
countrics are still lagging behind in mecting the MDCGs, significant sweps have been
taken o fast track regional and national efforts aimed ol adidressing water and
sanitation.

The 3 Africa Water Week held in Addis Ababa, Lthiopia from 22-26 November 2010,
provided an apportunity to highlight pesitive steps being taken by African countries in
transiating into action the regional commitments as outlined in the Sharm El Sheikiy,
Tunis and e-Thekwini declarations.

It is our hope that the global celebrations of WAWD 2017 will bulld on the sulcome of the
3 African Water Week, especially in the African Caucus, which will bring together a
high lovel pancl composed of African Ministers, Mayors, civil sactely organizations,
representatives of development banks and the private sector to brainstorm practical
stops in accelevating the achicvement of MDGs in Africa.
